This second term of the Australian e-Health
Research Centre saw the formal announcement
of the Centre’s renewal by the Hon Stephen
Robertson, Minister for Health, and the relocation
of the Centre to a new University of Queensland
research facility at the Royal Brisbane and
Women’s Hospital.

This move strengthens both the Centre’s research
collaboration with Queensland Health and the
research program itself, by directly engaging
clinician and academic researchers on a major
tertiary hospital campus.

The aspiration of the Centre to develop

a national focus has been realised with new
research nodes established in Sydney, Melbourne
and Adelaide. These nodes are also located at

or close to hospital campuses in those states.
The impact of this collaborative approach on
research is evident in the numerous adoptions of
the research technologies by Queensland Health
and other health agency partners across Australia
and internationally.

The Centre has worked hard over this past year
to build on its work program to improve health
outcomes with a number of key initiatives.

The research program is making an impact
through outputs and outcomes that are helping
to shape health policy. Our research activities
and organisation are defined by the Research
Challenges in the Centre’s strategic plan,
including the need to respond to major and
important questions such as:

o How can we use information and
communication technologies to improve
chronic disease management?
